For Halacha and Talmud, we 

were given a series of chap-

ters to review prior to the 

test. To prepare for the Bible 

exam, we were told to be 

sure that we knew (wait for 

it) the Bible. For Liturgy, we 

were not given any guidance 

other than an out-of-print manual on Jewish prayer. 

When we complained to the Dean, he told us, ñJust 

pray every day and donôt worry about it.ò  That was 

good advice. Jewish studies are not meant to be, and 

cannot be, a purely academic exercise. 

  

I thought of his words a few weeks ago while teach-

ing passages of Hallel to the students at the TIR reli-

gious school. They got into the swing of things

Please see Rabbi Siemersor Jaime Siegel with your 

sponsorship requests

(Rabbiðcontinued from  page 1) 

quickly, but no one among them knew what 

Hallel was or when it is recited. For even 

though Hallel is one of the most intense ex-

pressions of joy in Jewish life, it is recited at 

times that have fallen off the roster of liberal 

Judaismôs greatest hits (i.e., it is recited on 

Festivals and mostly after the meal at seder). I 

told them when Hallel is recited, and I suppose 

I could give them an exam at some point to 

drive home the point, but it is highly unlikely 

that they will learn the what and the when of 

Hallel unless the lesson is reinforced by per-

formance:  Jewish learning cannot be primar-

ily in the classroom, and we do not learn what 

we do not live. What they need is to recite 

Hallel in its time, and not worry about it.  

 

This is by way of my annual plea for atten-

dance at Shavuot services. Please consider 

coming to services for our Festival. If you 

have children in school, please consider taking 

them out of school and bringing them to shul. 

We do not expect Christians and Muslims to 

attend school on their holidays ï no more 

should we spend our holy days in school. 

There is no classroom lesson in Judaism that is 

as effective as the experience of seeing the 

faith lived; no investment in the Jewish future 

greater than coming to synagogue to model 

praying to God with conviction and passion 

before the next generation. We worry much 

about Jewish continuity, and while there are no 

guarantees, it is hard to improve on my Deanôs 

advice. If we pray every day, and live in devo-

tion to God and His Torah, we need not worry 

that we have done what we can for the Jewish 

future.

I am sure that you noticed our appeal in the last bulletin for our 
sanctuary renovation project. It is in this bulletin as well. Our sanc-
tuary is in dire need of updating and repair. The summer will be 
here before we know it, with warm temperatures and high humidity. 
Soon afterward, the High Holidays, with the promise of the final 
days of summer weather. It is important that we work together and 

support this project, so that we can have this work done in time.  
 
Many of our members came out in May to help prepare the sanctu-
ary for the project to begin, and we thank them all for their hard 
work. The work that is planned will be as modest as possible and 
will be done in the most energy -efficient ways possible, ultimately 
giving us rebates and savings on future electric costs. Since we do 
not assess a building fund, we do not have the reserve funds for 
these repairs, so we must reach out to our temple family.  
 

I know that we can reach the goal to complete this project, and I 
ask everyone to give what they can. It is important that all of us 
show our support for the continued prosperity of our temple.  
 
I am hoping that everyone will support the effort to meet this goal, 
and that the project can be completed as planned in the coming 
weeks.  
 
I truly thank you for your support, and I hope to see some of you at 
our Annual Meeting on June 23rd.

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Our current air conditioning compressors, which serve the
sanctuary, have failed . We need to replace the units with new
systems and duct work for proper circulation and noise
reduction . While this is being done, we also need to rewire and
replace our existing 60 -year -old wiring and fuse panel . High
efficiency A/C units, rewiring, and new lighting in the
sanctuary will save us future electric costs and earn rebates .
In the process we will replace sheetrock, paint, and carpeting .
If we reach our goal, we will be able to refurbish our pews . All
work will be done keeping in mind the handicapped access . If
we act quickly, this renovation can be completed before the
warm weather season, and we will all certainly benefit when
the High Holidays arrive .

Total costs are estimated at $100,000

The closer we get to our goal, the more we will be able to achieve!
